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After deejaying for over 18 years and over 400 weddings, I have learned that things I believe should be expected aren’t always done correctly. The main job of a dj at a wedding is to keep things flowing smoothly. The Bride and Groom shouldn’t have to worry about anything during the reception. 

So whether you decide to hire me or someone else, here is a small list of some things to expect from your dj.

What to expect from your DJ during a reception: 

Your DJ... 

· Will arrive at the reception hall at least an hour prior to the start of your reception in order to set up. 

· Will have a portable microphone for the toast and the blessing. 

· Will introduce the bridal party and bride and groom as they enter the reception. 

· Will work with the caterer to insure that champagne is poured for toasts, the staff is ready for the cake cutting, and announcements for lunch/dinner.

· Will play appropriate instrumental music during dinner, suitable for background music while your guests dine and carry on conversations. 

· After dinner, your DJ will work with your photographer for cutting of the cake and other special events such as the Bouquet Toss, Garter Toss, etc. 

· Will announce the first dance, the father-daughter dance, the mother-son dance and other special dances such as the money dance, etc. 
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
